Written statement of interest in the entrepreneurial purpose associated with new venture growth (not to
exceed 1 page);

Decisions will be made within ten to fourteen business days, and the applicant will then be notified by email.

To complete the Entrepreneurship New Venture Growth Minor, students accepted in the minor must complete the 18
hours of required and elective courses listed in sections 1, 2, and 3 below with a minimum average GPA of 2.0.
